The mission of Covenant Classical School is to provide an education of excellence, 
biblically based and classically taught, that will lead students to know and love God, 
develop strong minds and characters, and arise as leaders and agents of cultural change.
  

Statement of Faith

1. the Bible to be the only inerrant, authoritative Word of God (1 Timothy 3:15, II Peter 
1:21).

2. that there is only one God, eternally existent in three persons:  Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit (Genesis 1:1, Matthew 28:19, John 10:30).

3. in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ (John 10:33), in His virgin birth (Isaiah 7:14, 
Matthew 1:23, Luke 1:35), His sinless life (Hebrews 4:15, 7:26),  His miracles (John 
2:11), His vicarious and atoning death (1 Cor. 15:3, Ephesians 1:7, Hebrews 2:9) 
through His shed blood, His bodily resurrection (John 11:25, I Cor. 15:4), His ascension 
to the right hand of the father (Mark 16:19), and His personal return to power and glory 
(Acts 1:11, Revelation 19:11).

4. that the Holy Spirit is real, personal and active in the lives of believers today and that 
He still imparts gifts to believers (I Cor. 12:7, John 14:15-17, Acts 2:1-4).

5. that for salvation of lost and sinful men, regeneration by the Holy Spirit is absolutely 
necessary (John 3:5-8).

6. that salvation is by grace through faith alone (Eph 2:8-9).

7. in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost; they that are saved to the resurrection 
of life and they that are lost to the resurrection of damnation (John 5:28-29).

8. in the spiritual unity of all believers in our Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 8:9, I Cor. 12:12-
13, Galatians 3:26-28).

Educational Philosophy

True education has its beginning in reverence for God (Prov. 1:7), and its end in knowledge 
and love for God, and fellow men and women who are made in His image (Micah 6:8).  
The love of God, however, requires every aspect of one’s being, heart and soul, mind and 
body (Deut 6:5).  Yet, because of our rebellion against God, our ability to love Him and to 
seek and discern truth has been broken.  It is only through a relationship with God through 
Jesus Christ that these abilities are restored and education can achieve its end (1 Cor. 2:10-
16).
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Apart from this relationship, even building a child’s education with the most excellent 
material, though perhaps outwardly pleasing, is building upon sand.  It is only by building 
on the foundation of Jesus Christ that “all things hold together.” (Colossians 1:17)
The following scriptures are the basis for all learning at Covenant Classical School:

“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and knowledge of the Holy One is 
understanding” (Proverbs 9:10).

“Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind 
and with all of your strength”  “…Love your neighbor as yourself” (Mark 12:30-31).

“For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Jesus Christ.  If 
any one builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, his 
work will be shown for what it is…” (I Cor. 4:12-13).

Since God created and holds all things together, no branch of inquiry, whether science, 
literature or the arts, and no skill of hand or eye is outside the realm of His activity.  All 
creation bears testimony to God’s power and grace; therefore every corridor of 
investigation may be explored for His truth.

In light of this truth, we are committed to God’s truth (Veritas Tota Homini Toti) and we 
will adhere to and honor the following core values:

Core Values of Covenant Classical School

1. Reverence – To exalt the name of Christ and seek first His Kingdom and His 
Righteousness, and to champion the Great Commandment and Commission in thought, 
word and deed.  To fulfill this commitment our students will be trained through time-
honored Christian Classical principles, beginning with a reverential fear and respect for 
God (Proverbs 1:7).

2. Classical Model – To present each subject in accordance with the three stages of 
learning: Grammar (the fundamental rules and facts of each subject); Logic (the ordered 
relationships between the particulars of each subject); and Rhetoric (the effective 
expression of ideas in speech and writing).  Additionally, students will be taught regularly 
by questioning, enabling them to learn how to think, not just what to think.  By asking good 
questions, students will be taught how to learn for themselves and how to express what they 
have learned from a foundation of Biblical authority.  This results in students being able to 
communicate truth in written and oral form.  The use of Biblical knowledge, combined with 
logical thinking and rhetorical strategies, will enable them to communicate and defend the 
Gospel in any situation, as Paul demonstrated at Athens (Acts 17:15-34).

3. Academics – To provide a college-preparatory education founded on Biblical truth 
through the Classical Model and taught by qualified teachers, which sets a goal of 
excellence not only in the classroom, but also in character, service, athletics, performing 
and fine arts, social skills and cultural awareness.  

4. Biblical Integration & Worldview - To teach all subjects as part of an integrated 
whole in the light of God’s written word, the Bible, and to inspire all members of this 
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school, from students to Board members, to evaluate all they see and experience through 
the Word of God.  We seek to help students grow in their walk with Christ as they study, 
understand and obey the Word of God.  We also seek to model before the students a 
commitment to the Biblical disciplines, including steadfastness in prayer and respect for 
Scripture.  The disciplines derived from Scripture will foster wisdom, discernment and a 
love for learning and Biblical worldview.  

5. Loyalty & Authority – To instill in the hearts and minds of the students a strong 
love and dedication to Christ, family and country.  We will train our students to respect 
Biblically-ordained authority.  To exercise authority one must be under authority (Matt. 
8:8-10); parental, ecclesiastical and school authority will be honored.

6. Leadership – To instill in our students the vision of servant leadership as 
commanded in Micah 6:8 – To act justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with your 
God — and as modeled in the actions of our Lord.  Our students will be trained to honor 
Christ as learners, thinkers and decision-makers.

7. Family & Covenant – To cooperate with the family in educating the student under 
the principle of in loco parentis (in place of the parents) and, therefore, hand-in-hand with 
the parents.  We desire to create community with the entire family and educate the whole 
child – mind, body and soul – while creating strong bonds with the whole family.  

8. Accountability & Safety – To accept responsibility for our personal and 
organizational decisions and actions while delivering cost-effective and efficient services.  
We will strive to do our work right the first time.  We will also work to protect life and 
property in our school using the available measures – education, prevention and 
enforcement.  We will maintain facilities and infrastructure to provide a safe environment 
in which to learn, work and play.

9. Virtue & Calling – To train our students to think on what is true, noble, just, pure 
and lovely (Phil. 4:8), through teaching of the Bible, classical literature and time-honored 
classics, and to respond to the call of God upon their lives by mastering a core of 
knowledge and academic skills presented through the classical curriculum, and transferable 
to any discipline.

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Covenant Classical School Discipline Policy

PRINCIPLES:

The vision of CCS is to produce Biblical leaders using the classical model of education.  
For a student to become a leader of the next generation, CCS believes he first must be a 
self-governed individual.  Rather than place an abundance of rules and laws upon our 
students, we will be focusing upon three self-governing principles; honoring authority, 
honoring property, and honoring others before themselves.  We feel that in applying these 
three self-governing principles in the classroom our discipline policy will be much more 
effective and relative.

The following are examples of how the three self-governing principles will be interpreted at 
CCS.

1. Honoring Authority- I will honor and obey the authorities placed over me in and out of 
the school building.
Purpose:  To love God by honoring those who He placed in authority.
Leadership Principle:  I obey and submit to authority in order that one day I may 
exercise it properly.  

Examples:
Listen and follow instructions in and out of the building.
Raise hand to talk and stand to speak when called upon.
Do work cheerfully.
Have the required homework materials and supplies needed everyday.
Remain attentive.

2. Honoring Others Before Myself-  
Purpose:  To love others as myself and the God who created them.
Leadership Principle:  He who is the greatest must be the servant of all.

Examples:
       (Grammar)

Wait my turn to talk.
Do my work quietly.
Stay in my seat while working.
Do not run in the halls.
Do all things decently and in order. (1 Cor. 14:40)
Ladies will always go first.
No fighting.
Maintain lines in the halls, kitchen, to the playground, and on field trips.
(Upper School)
Refrain from causing offenses among classmates by guarding tongue.  
Respect classmates by not interrupting or disturbing class.
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3. Honoring Property:  I will honor the property of others and myself.
Purpose:  To practice good stewardship and to love others as ourselves.
(The owner of the property.)
Leadership Principle:  He who can rule over little will one day be given much.

Examples:
A.  I will honor others property by…

keeping my hands and feet off the walls.
not chewing gum or having drinks in the building or gym.
not stealing.
cleaning any designated area before leaving. (example kitchen or desk)
staying out of the shrubbery and landscaping. (flowers, pine needles)
respecting the desks, cubbies and lockers of others by not defacing them.

       B.  I will gain dominion over my property as a reflection of character by…
practicing neatness and organization in all I possess and do.
not wasting time~time is a valuable property.
keeping in my possession my books and clothes.

Conflict Management:  When offenses occur at school, I will resolve them privately with 
self-control between those involved or with the aid of a teacher based upon Matthew 11:23-
24 “…be reconciled to thy brother.”

Philosophy of Discipline

The discipline process at CCS is based upon the Fifth commandment “Thou shalt honor thy 
father and mother”.  We believe that the disciplining of a student falls in the realm of the 
parents’ authority.  The school functions as a delegated authority.  We will forever strive to 
uphold this sacred covenant.

However, CCS has determined that to maintain fairness and consistency among the students 
and faculty themselves, a clear discipline policy must be implemented.  

Discipline will be administered in the light of the individual student’s problem and attitude.  
All discipline within the school will be based on Biblical principles, e.g. restitution, 
apologies, (public and private), restoration of fellowship, no lingering attitudes, etc.  The 
vast majority of discipline problems are to be dealt with at the parental level.  In order to 
maintain consistency, secondary teachers will regularly meet together to discuss biblical 
standards and school policy concerning discipline.

It is vital for parents and students to realize that maintaining an orderly atmosphere in the 
school and the classroom is critical to the learning process.  As in all other areas of the 
education at CCS, love and forgiveness will be an integral part of the discipline of a 
student. 
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Grammar School Discipline Policy

Each teacher will train students in the high standard of behavior required at Covenant 
Classical School.  Classroom and school rules will be taught and practiced.  If a student 
fails to conform to the required standard after normal classroom procedures are followed, 
he/she will report to the Headmaster.  This may be deemed an official office visit at the 
Headmaster’s discretion.  

Official Office Visits 
A. For the first two official office visits, the student’s parents will be 

contacted and given the details of the visit.*  The parents’ assistance and 
support in averting further problems will be sought.

B.  A meeting will follow the third office visit with the student’s parents 
and Headmaster.

C. If a fourth office visit is required, the student will receive a two-day 
suspension from school.

D. If a fifth office visit is required, the student will be expelled.

*At this time, the parents will be offered the opportunity to come to the school to remove 
the student to a private area for spanking.  Hebrews 12:11- “No discipline seems pleasant 
at the time, but painful.  Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace 
for those who have been trained by it.”

Our goal is to train our young students in proper conduct, thereby producing this harvest in 
them.

Grievance Policy

The objective of this policy is to establish biblical guidelines for the resolution of disputes 
and grievances in the operation of Covenant Classical School.  These guidelines are to be 
followed whenever there is a dispute or grievance concerning any aspect of Covenant 
Classical School’s operations, between any two parties connected in a direct way to the 
school.  This includes students, parents, staff, volunteers, administration, and board.

Student/parents to teachers:

1. All concerns about the classroom must first be presented to the teacher by the 
parents, or if the student is mature enough, by the student himself.  If the student 
presents the concern, a respectful demeanor is required at all times.

2. If the problem is not resolved, the parents or student may bring the concern to 
the Headmaster.  If the student brings the concern, he must have permission 
from his parents to do so.

3. If the problem is still not resolved, the parents should request a hearing from the 
Covenant Classical School Board.

Parents/patrons to Headmaster:
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1. If parents or patrons have a grievance or dispute about the general operation of 
the school (apart from the operation of the classrooms), they should bring their 
concerns to the Headmaster.

2. If there is still no resolution, they should request a hearing from the Covenant 
Classical School Board.

3. This procedure applies to board members who are acting in their capacity as 
parents/patrons, and not as representatives of the Board.

Honor to Whom Honor is Due

As Christians we strive to give honor as it is due:  to those in authority, to our brethren, and to 
all created in the image of God.  CCS students will employ conventional terms of respect when 
addressing elders, other students, and visitors to the campus (Ex. - Yes Sir, No Sir, Please; 
standing when an adult enters the room).

Academic Policies & Procedures

Conferences and Reports

Below is the numerical score range that corresponds to the grading system “A” through “F” 
in grades 1-6.  A score of 60 is passing.

A 100-90
B 89-80
C 70-79
D 60-69
F 59-0

Our parent/teacher conferences are held in October each academic year. Additional conferences 
may be initiated by parents and/or teachers and scheduled for mutual convenience.

Report Cards are issued four times annually in October, January, March and May. Special area 
teachers (Latin, Spanish, etc.) are included in all report cards. Though percentages and/or letter 
grades are utilized in our report cards, narrative comments covering your child's progress may 
accompany each report.

K4 and Kindergarten Report Cards are both in narrative and checklist-indicator formats where 
each student is evaluated against a set of criteria based on national academic standards and 
principles of child development.

Honor Roll

Grammar School Honor Roll will be calculated with the grades from the regular classroom 
teacher; grades from “specials” will not be used.  However, a “U” in any subject will 
disqualify a student from Honor Roll.
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Homework

Homework is a valuable and necessary part of the student’s training.  It is the policy of 
Covenant Classical School to set clear expectations for homework and to endeavor to 
manage the homework load at each grade level.

K-4,  Kindergarten, First Grade, and Second Grade 
Homework at this level requires parental involvement.  Parents should read to and listen to 
their children read nightly.  In first and second grade, students will also begin to practice 
math facts and spelling words.  

Third and Fourth Grade
Third and fourth graders will become more independent with their homework, although 
parents will still need to monitor the student’s work.  Homework assignments will be more 
varied but will usually include math, spelling, and reading.  Third and fourth graders may 
begin projects that require work over a period of time.  

Fifth and Sixth Grade
Fifth and sixth graders should complete homework independently.  Homework assignments 
will be varied and the student will need to learn and practice new organizational and time 
management skills.  

Any student who is absent from school for the purpose of doing a major homework 
project or assignment will receive an unexcused absence for the day.  

Tuesday Homework Folder

Every Tuesday, each grammar student is given their "Homework Folder" to take home. The 
folder may include important information and announcements, any menu changes, 
calendars, newsletters, curriculum letters from teachers, progress reports, corrected 
schoolwork, letters from the Headmaster, permission slips for special class events, and any 
other information you may need.  Please be certain to review the information, sign anything 
that needs your signature and send the folder and requested materials back to school with 
your child on Wednesday.

Make-up Work

A student who is granted an excused absence will be responsible to arrange with his 
teachers to make up his work.  Students will be given time to make up the work equal to the 
number of days they were absent.  For example, students who were out of school for one 
day, will be given one day to make up the work missed.  

Remember, it is the student's responsibility to see that the work is done before the deadline 
expires.  Parents calling the office to request assignments should do so before 9:30 am.  
These assignments may then be picked up at 3:00, from the main office.  Any assignment 
given before the student was absent and coming due during the absence will be due the day 
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the student returns (with the exception of extended absences as determined by the 
Headmaster).  Major term papers or projects will be due the date they are assigned, unless 
permission from the teacher is granted.

Cheating and Plagiarism

Cheating and plagiarizing are a form of stealing.  Students who cheat or plagiarize will be 
dealt with severely. The student may receive a zero on the work involved, and the parents 
will be notified.  The teacher will determine who is guilty of cheating.  All instances of 
cheating and plagiarism will result in an official office visit for both the one cheating and 
anyone who aided them in doing so (giving answers, etc.).

Attendance & Absences

All students should arrive between 7:40am and 7:55am and go directly to their assigned 
spot in the gym.  Late arrival after 8:00am is considered tardy and is entered in the daily 
attendance report.

Students in grades 1st –12th who arrive to class after 12:30pm are considered absent in our 
attendance records. An absence will be recorded for students who, on a given day, attend 
school for less than two hours.  Students in K4 and Kindergarten who arrive after 10:00 am 
are considered absent in our attendance records.  The parents of students who are habitually 
late will be asked to meet with the Headmaster to design a plan for improving the student's 
attendance.

It is assumed that students will be in attendance each day school is in session. When a child 
is ill, home is the best place to recover until he/she is well enough to participate fully in 
school activities. Upon return to class, a student is to bring a note to the teacher (Grades 
K4-6th) or office (Grades 7th-12th) explaining the absence. The note should be on a full piece 
of paper, state the dates of and reasons for the absence.

Absence caused by communicable disease such as chicken pox, strep infection, 
conjunctivitis, etc., must be reported immediately to the school office.

A student may need to leave school during the school day because of illness. The student is 
to get permission from the school office, which immediately notifies the parent. The student 
waits in the lobby where parents pick up the student.

If a student must leave school for reasons other than illness, it is necessary that a note is 
sent to the office (grades 7th-12th) and teacher (grades K4-6th) clarifying the time and 
designating who will pick up the child. That person must come to the school office to sign 
the child out before proceeding to the child's classroom. If the child is returning to school 
later in the day, the child must report back to the school office to sign back in.

The school has planned for ample time during which families may enjoy out-of-town 
vacations together. Students who are on vacation during normal school sessions are at risk 
of missing important instruction and activities. We expect parents to support their children 
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by respecting the commitment to attend school when school is in session. If, however, you 
do make plans, which do not coincide with the school calendar, please inform the school 
office and the student’s teacher. Making up any academic work missed because of an 
absence is the responsibility of the student.

For grades K-4 – 6th, we do not distinguish between excused and unexcused absences. In all 
cases, the missed work must be made up and all absences are noted in the attendance 
records.

The PE Instructor must be notified in writing when a child is returning to school from a 
medical/illness/injury absence that may require modified PE participation. Please specify 
explanation and the child's limits of participation.

Regular attendance is essential to successful class work.  A maximum of 20 absences per 
year (10 per semester) are allowed in grammar school.  More than 20 absences could result 
in the student being retained in that grade.

Absences:  Excused

The following shall constitute valid excuses for temporary non-attendance for part or all of 
a day when satisfactory evidence of the excuse is provided to the school office or the 
appropriate teacher.

A. Illness or injury
B. Death in family
C. Quarantine
D. Medical or dental appointments
E. Court or administrative proceedings
F. Religious observances
G. Educational opportunity with proper advance notice
H. Inclement weather conditions agreed upon by the head of school
I. Family trip (Headmaster & teachers must be notified prior to absence.)
J. School-initiated absences defined as follows:  field trips, athletic team early dismissal, 

and assemblies

Absences: Unexcused

Any absence from class not listed in the Absences Excused section above is classified as an 
unexcused absence.  

Absences & Co-curricular Activities

In order to participate in co-curricular activities (including practices and contests), a student 
must be in attendance for at least half of his/her classes on that day.  If a student is not well 
enough to attend classes, he or she may not take part in afternoon or evening athletic 
practices, games or other school-related activities.

Tardy Policy
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The Daily Tardy Policy- When the bell rings the classroom door shuts and the student must 
report to the office to get a note to be admitted into class.  

School Hours

K4 Program 8:00am-12:00pm
Kindergarten Half-Day 8:00am-12:30pm

Kindergarten w/ Enrichment-6th Grade 8:00am-2:30pm
7th through 12th Grade 8:00am-2:30pm

After Class Hours on Campus

 When students are on campus after class hours to attend a specific school event or a 
designated activity, they are to remain at the site of the event or activity, for safety and 
security reasons.  Both students and parents should know in advance the time and the 
place of the activity and the expected time of completion.

 CCS does not provide after school care and it is the responsibility of the parent to 
ensure the students depart from the facility in a timely manner at the end of scheduled 
classes or activities.  

The facility closes at 3:45pm daily.  Students remaining on campus after this time must 
have permission from the school office and must be participating in an authorized CCS 
activity.  

Note:  The management of The Mission Place Apartments request that students respect 
their property, which is for the use of residents only.  The woods and creek are off limits.

Drop-Off & Pick-Up Procedures

The safety and well being of students as they enter and leave campus is of utmost 
importance as we begin and end our days. Our procedures have been structured for the 
safety of all children. Please help us ensure that students are safe at all times by following 
the drop-off and pick-up procedures.  K4-12th grade students are dropped off at the front 
doors under the portico and are greeted by one of our teachers (Teachers are on a rotation 
schedule.  When not on “duty” teachers will be in Morning Prayer or teacher meetings 
called by the Headmaster).  We require the following traffic rules: only one car is to drop 
off students at a time under the portico.  Parents please wait until all students have been 
moved safely out of the line of traffic to the sidewalk before cars may move again. Please 
do not leave your car in line or under the portico to accompany your child into the school 
building. This will cause traffic congestion and delay a prompt start to the school day.

The full day Kindergarten – 6th grade utilizes a carpool procedure for safe and effective 
loading of students into cars.  The general procedure requires cars to drive under the portico 
and follow the loop to the back end of parking lot near the kitchen. Students will be lined in 
the gym and are moved by supervising teachers to their cars.  As soon as four cars are 
filled, they leave as directed and four more cars move to the loading area and the procedure 
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repeats itself until all students have been loaded into their cars and leave campus.  K4 
students and half day Kindergarten student pick-up takes place under the portico.

No parking is allowed under the portico or around the front median during pick-up.  If a 
student is delayed, the parent must park the car in a designated parking area to wait for the 
student.  

Pick-up for students in grades 7-12 will begin at 2:40 and follow the same procedure.  
Upper school students will report to the gym by 2:40 and wait for the supervising teacher to 
call them to the kitchen foyer for pick-up.  

At 2:50 pm, all students will have to report to the lobby and sign in.  To pick up your 
student after 2:50 pm, you must sign them out in the lobby.  Students who have not been 
picked up by 3:00pm will pay a $5.00 fee per each 15 minute period after 3:00pm.  
Example:  Pick up at 3:00-3:15-$5.00, 3:16-3:30-$10.00, etc.

If your child is to ride home with someone other than the regularly scheduled driver, please 
send a note to the School Office giving written permission for the student to leave school.  
Please include the other person’s name and the make and color of the car.

Leaving Campus

Students who must leave campus will need to have a written note from home signed by the 
office.  Students are not allowed to leave campus for lunch.

All visitors must report to the school office upon arrival.

Off-Campus Trips

In order for a student to participate in a school-sponsored trip, a parent must sign the 
permission slip provided by the school on the student information sheet.  Parents will be 
given at least two-weeks notice on all field trips.

Inclement Weather

Whenever there is a major concern with weather, either snow or hurricanes, please set your 
AM radio dial to 1110(WBTV radio), or turn on your television set channel 3(WBTV) or 
channel 9(WSOC). In addition, an Alert Now message will be sent out to notify families by 
6:00 am.  The school will always err on the side of safety for your children, rather than take 
any chances whatsoever. In the event of a mid-day weather problem, you will be notified by 
the same means indicated above regarding the decisions. But, with the advance warning 
techniques of the National Weather Service, you will have ample notice to assure the safety 
and well being of your children.

Accidents or Illnesses

In the event of an accident or illness at school, every attempt will be made to contact 
parents.  To assure that our records are accurate, parents should call the school office with 
address and/or telephone changes for home or for work.  The name and telephone number 
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of someone to contact in case of emergencies is most helpful.  There are times, however, 
when situations develop and neither parents nor the individual designated can be reached.  
At these times, it will be the responsibility of the Headmaster or his designated alternate to 
determine the course of action to be taken.

No student will be given any internal medicine without receiving permission from the 
home.  If a child must take prescribed medication, parents should notify the school office in 
writing.

Public Assemblies & Sporting Events
For safety and security purposes CCS strongly requests that all children (ages 10 and under) 
be in the care and eyesight of their parent/guardian.  The stage is off limits for children to 
use as a play area.

Sports & Student Activities

CCS students are encouraged to participate in many of the activities, which the school 
sponsors.  We understand that co-curricular activities and athletics take a great deal of time 
and hard work.  The following are the CCS policies concerning sports participation.  

Participation in Sports Policy

1.  Purpose- Sports at CCS are played to develop Christian discipleship.
A. We desire to teach our athletes that biblical principles are applicable to 

sports as well as self-issues they will face in life.  Discipline, perseverance, 
sportsmanship, sacrifice and teamwork will be stressed.  (2 Timothy 2:4-5)

B. Our athletes will be taught to play to win; though we understand that 
winning is not everything.  Our students will be taught to accept losing in a 
Christ like manner, but we believe that God desires us to enter into any 
endeavor with a victorious attitude.

2.  Difference between CCS Sports and Recreational League Sports-
High school sports are different than recreational league sports.  The coach in high school 
sports determines playing time, rather than a required amount of playing time, which is 
accorded to each player in recreational ball.  Attending practice does not guarantee playing 
time.  Every effort will be made to include every player in a game, but there will be times 
when a player will not play.

3.  Grievances-
If a parent wishes to talk about his athlete’s playing time, CCS asks that the following 
procedures be followed.  First, the athlete should approach the coach to find out why he/she 
is not playing.  If the answer is not satisfactory then the parent should contact the coach at 
an appropriate time (i.e., not directly after a game).  The Headmaster will handle grievances 
after the parent has approached the coach.

4. Fees and Requirements-
A. CCS requires a sports participation fee.    **This fee is used to help offset 

the costs of referees.  Payment of the sports participation fee does not mean 
that a family or their friends have a free pass to CCS ballgames.  
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B. The CCS sports program is not a budgeted item therefore the sports program 
must pay for itself.  

C. Withdrawal Fee- Students who are dismissed or who withdraw from a sports 
program before the end of the season, except for reason of failing grades, 
will be billed a $60 withdrawal fee ($80 homeschool students).

D. Physicals- each player must have a valid physical to play.
E. Homeschoolers must furnish CCS with periodic grade reports for 

participation eligibility requirements.

5. CCS Home Games-
A. All parents are asked to maintain the discipline of their younger children.  

The school building and parking lots are off limits for play.  We are 
concerned about the safety of our children and protecting the property rights 
of students and teachers at CCS. 

B. Parents are required to work the concession stand and take up tickets for at 
least 1 home game.  

6. Using Sports for Discipline/Punishment-
A. CCS asks that sports not be used as punishment by parents.  When sports 

privileges are withdrawn not only is the player being punished, but the team 
and coach are also being punished.

B. Academic- CCS maintains that the decision for a student to participate in 
sports programs are a matter of parental authority.  If the faculty becomes 
convinced that a student’s participation in sports is detrimental to his 
academic performance, the faculty may advise parents to withdraw the 
student from the sports program.  However, the decision rests with the 
parents.  Students and parents are encouraged to weigh carefully whether 
students should participate in a sport prior to the beginning of the season. 
Students who withdraw from a sport for academic reasons will be subject to 
the withdrawal fee unless the student is failing an academic subject.

7.  Schoolwork-
Participation in athletics at CCS will not be considered as an excuse for late or missing 
homework.  Varsity level sports involve a tremendous amount of time because of games, 
practice and travel.  An attractive aspect of athletics is that athletes have the opportunity to 
learn how to prioritize their time.  It is imperative that parents work with their athletes to 
develop a disciplined homework schedule.

8.  Homeschool Participation- Homeschool students are invited to participate in athletics at 
CCS.  Their involvement allows CCS to field teams in different sports.
Playing time will not be determined by whether a student is a homeschooler or full-time 
CCS student.  

Conduct & Courtesy

Students are expected to behave as ladies and gentlemen and to respect CCS and their 
families, at all times.  Faculty and students should always treat one another with respect and 
courtesy in thought, language, and deed.
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At assemblies and for all programs meeting in the gymnasium, special behavior is the norm.  
Special dress may also be required.  Talking, studying, eating, and walking around during a 
program are rude and inappropriate behaviors.  Students should listen attentively, refrain 
from talking, keep their feet off the chairs in front of them, remain in their seats for the 
entire program, and generally provide a good positive example for others in our school 
community.

At athletic events, students are to display a proper sense of sportsmanship towards our 
opponents and the officials in charge, regardless of whether we are winning or losing the 
contest.

Food & Drink

Students are permitted to consume food and drinks only in the kitchen area, gymnasium 
(during lunch time) or outside the school facilities.  Students may not eat in school office, 
halls or classrooms (without teacher permission).  No food, drinks, or cups may be taken 
into the computer room, or theatre stage.  Water bottles are permitted in classrooms.  
Chewing gum is not allowed on campus.  Lunch service is offered.  Please check with the 
school office for a list of vendors.

Fundraising

The Advancement Committee/Development Department must approve all general 
fundraising activities. All fundraising activities must be approved by a vote of the majority 
of the Covenant Classical School board.

Parties 

Children's parties, birthdays and celebrations out of school are important to the child 
hosting the festivity and to those who have been invited to attend. A party is also important 
to the child who has not been invited, who may feel devastated at being left out. While we 
realize that it can be difficult to invite a whole class to a party, we request that you model 
for your child a sensitivity to the feelings of others by distributing invitations through the 
mail and not at school and by being discreet about discussing social arrangements around 
children who are not included.

Gifts are not to be brought to school even if they are for a party scheduled for after school. 
Of course, parents may make arrangements with teachers to celebrate birthdays at school by 
providing simple snacks for the entire class. (Fire code prohibits us from allowing candles.)

In an effort to protect everyone's feelings, we believe it is best that students do not give 
presents to each other at school.

Pets at School

In the interest of community safety and for reasons of health and sanitation, pets may only 
be brought on campus for a short period of time and as a classroom event arranged well in 
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advance with the classroom teacher. Dogs, which accompany parents and caregivers to 
drop-off and pick-up students, must stay in the car. We regret that we cannot allow dogs to 
walk around campus even if they are on a leash.

Physical Education

All students that participate in PE or recess are required to wear sneakers in gym class or 
outside recess. This is necessary for safety reasons and to ensure protection of the gym 
floor. Students without sneakers will not be able to participate in gym class activities that 
day.

PTO & Covenant Classical School

The Covenant Classical School Parent/Teacher Organization (PTO) strives to equip and 
develop the Covenant Classical School family through prayer, encouragement and financial 
support. All CCS Parents are expected to work within the classrooms and the school as a 
whole with the parents, teachers and students. 

Standardized Testing

As is the custom in most schools, students participate in annual standardized testing using 
the Stanford Achievement Test.  The resulting information gained from such standardized 
testing is utilized as one of many pieces of data for evaluating the program of studies at 
CCS and individual student achievement. Results are shared with parents at the end of each 
academic year. Formal and informal assessments are administered throughout the academic 
year to 1) clarify problems and further define the student's progress, and 2) provide needed 
assistance.

Music Policy

The purpose of CCS is to work hand-in-hand with the home to “train up a child in the way 
he should go.”  This training includes academic as well as character growth.  CCS considers 
listening to inappropriate music to be detrimental to the spiritual, moral, and intellectual life 
of a young person.  It is recognized that CCS does not have the authority to dictate the type 
of music in the home.  We believe that students who exist on a steady diet of inappropriate 
music do not grow spiritually, become cold and indifferent to the things of God, and hinder 
the growth of other students.  Therefore, the policy of CCS is to be opposed to all forms of 
inappropriate music and its culture.  CD’s, pictures, magazines, emblems or any other 
inappropriate music paraphernalia are not to be brought on to the campus of CCS.  This 
includes the drawing of an inappropriate music emblem, music group’s name on any text, 
text cover, notebook, etc.

Students are not permitted to bring personal CD players or electronic games (ex. 
Gameboys, Ipods, neopets, etc.) to school with the exception of athletes traveling to away 
games (device is not to be out or in use during school hours).  The school is not responsible 
for lost or stolen items brought for away games.
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Textbooks

Textbooks are school property.  Students are responsible for putting covers on the 
hardcover books.  All lost or damaged books will be charged to the parents.

Phone Usage - School Phone & Cell Phones

Students will not be allowed to call home to make after school arrangements (example 
going home with a friend, etc.)

Students are allowed to have cell phones on campus.  However, cell phones must not be 
used at any time during the school day (i.e. 8:00am-2:30pm).  Phones will be confiscated 
and taken to the office for a parent to pick-up at the end of the day.

General Guidelines

2011-2012

The intent of uniforms is to help create an environment in which each child may demonstrate his or her uniqueness 
(personality, gifts, abilities, and virtue) while eliminating the prevalent cultural atmosphere of judging one another by 
appearance and outward adornment.  When a student does not meet the appearance expectations, the parents may be 
asked to bring proper clothing to the school.  The board or headmaster may make changes to appearance expectations at 
any time it deems necessary.  The headmaster is the final authority on interpretation of the appearance expectations.

1. Lands End School Uniforms and French Toast Uniforms are the designated uniform vendors.  Lands’ End items (Preferred 
School #: 9001-0014-0) can only be purchased from the Lands End UNIFORM Catalog or the school uniform section of the 
Lands End website.  Some French Toast items can be picked up at the Lee Warehouse in Kannapolis (704) 933-6401 or 
you can order from the French Toast catalog or website.  (Website info:  www.landsend.com or www.frenchtoast.com )

2. Acceptable Shoe Colors:  Shoes should be predominantly Black, Brown, Navy, White, Gray or Tan.  Tennis Shoes may 
have a colored stripe or logo. No metallic or sequin shoes.  No black sole tennis shoes.  Shoes must be worn at all times.

3. Solid, plain front, no pocket, no brand logo, WHITE polo shirts may be purchased from any retailer.
4. Uniforms should be clean, tidy, and ironed when needed.
5. Accessories (socks/tights/leggings, scarves and headbands) should match or complement the uniform.  Socks, tights and 

leggings must be a solid color (white, black, or a color matching the uniform top).  Any patterned accessory should be 
uniform color and not distracting.

6. Non-vendor solid white turtlenecks and solid white short or long sleeve tees may be worn under uniforms.
7. Non-vendor outerwear may be worn to and from school and at recess.
8. Only vendor outerwear will be allowed in class.  Fleece, cardigan, or pullover (crew, boat, or v-neck) sweaters must be 

worn with a collared shirt.  No oversizedsweaters or fleece.  
9. The Warrior Hoodie is the only hoodie that can be worn during the school day.
10. Students may wear Spirit Wear (CCS t-shirts) on Fridays.  Spirit Wear may be ordered from the office.
11. Each student will observe high standards of grooming and cleanliness.  Hair should be neat and clean.  Ponytails and 

headbands on boys are not acceptable.  In order to maintain eye contact, boys’ hair length should remain above the 
eyebrows and distinctly above the collar.  Girls’ hair should remain out of the eye area.  Boys’ sideburns and side hair 
length should not be longer than the ear.  Boys with facial hair must shave every day.  Big hair on boys is considered 
unkempt.  

12. Boys shirts must be tucked in when students are in the building and/or classroom.
13. No hats, caps, sweatbands, or other head coverings are permitted anywhere at school during the academic school day.
14. Girls’ jewelry and make-up should be modest and tasteful.
15. Boys may not wear earrings.  Boys are allowed to wear one chain or necklace, but only under the shirt.
16. Students with tattoos must have them covered at all times.
17. Modest, neat, and appropriate clothing is required at all Covenant Classical events.
18. Attire for field trips and athletic contests will be determined by the teacher and/or administration.

Parents:  At the very least, you will need to purchase one black Lands’ End logoed polo for chapel day.  The rest of the 
shirts/polos you may purchase at French Toast if you like.  (White polos can be purchased from any retailer).  Uniform 
bottoms may be purchased in the uniform section of any retailer.
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Ladies
Any variation of the uniform code can be worn every day except on Chapel day.  
On Chapel day ladies will wear Lands’ End Black Logoed Polo and (any vendor) Khaki Skort/Skirt/Pant.

Items purchased from any vendor

Polo Shirt:  White, 3 button plain front, no logo (short or long sleeve)
Bottoms:  Khaki or Navy Pants, Capris, Shorts, Skirts, Skorts and Jumpers designed for use as uniforms

Skirts/Skorts/Shorts/Scooters:  Any Navy, Black, Khaki, or Hunter Classic Navy Plaid

Polo Dresses:  School Uniform Short or Long Sleeve Mesh Polo Dress (Item #39366-8BP3) in Red, Classic Navy, 
Ice Pink, or Maize.  School Uniform Short or Long Sleeve Knit Ruffle Bottom Dress (Item #40365-1BQ7) in Red, 
Classic Navy, or Ice Pink.
Sweater:  White, Red, Navy, Maize and Lands End Classic Navy, Burgundy

Notes:

1. Students in K4- 6th grade must wear shoes that are closed front and back, with flat heels & soles.
2. Students in 7th-12th grade may wear shoes that are open back and shoes with no more than a one inch heel.  

Shoes need to comfortable enough to wear all day.
3. Tennis shoes or hard sole shoes must be worn.  Crocs are unacceptable.  Shoes and socks must be worn at all 

times.
4. Ladies may wear solid colored socks, leggings or tights (white, black, or a color matching the uniform top).  

Sandals may be worn in warmer weather without socks or tights.  No flip flop or flip flop style sandals.  
5. CCS sweatshirts or Lands’ End sweatshirts (with school logo) may be worn for warmth (with collared shirt).  
6. 5th-12th grade skirts are to be 1 inch above the knee.  5th-12th grade skorts and shorts are to be at least fingertip

length.  (Usually this rule works, but in some cases we may have to make a judgment call regarding length.  
Parents please look at the length of the skirts, etc and you decide if an item is too short.)  The headmaster is the 
final authority on interpretation of the appearance expectations.

7. Please purchase shirts that are the correct size-not too small.  White undershirts may be worn but may not extend 
more than two inches below the polo or blouse.
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Gentlemen:
Any variation of the uniform code can be worn every day except on Chapel Day.  
On Chapel Day gentlemen will wear Lands’ End Black Logoed Polo and (any vendor) Khaki Short/Pant.

Notes:

1. Gentleman in grades 1st-12th must have shirts tucked in and all but the top button should be buttoned.
2. A traditional style brown or black belt (with belt buckle) must be worn.
3. CCS sweatshirts or Lands’ End sweatshirts (with school logo) may be worn for warmth (with collared shirt).  
4. Tennis shoes or hard sole shoes must be worn.  Crocs are unacceptable.  
5. Shoes and socks must be worn at all times.
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
